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On admissibility of deception in lawyer’s practice

Abstract: Criminalistical tactics are an integral part of defense, and deception is an integral
part of criminalistical tactics. The boundaries and forms of its use by the defender depend on his
moral qualities, the using of which will allow him to assert his tactical abilities, and not deceit and
immorality. Moreover, defenders (lawyers) do not carry out criminal prosecution and do not carry
out interrogations.
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
